If you select yes, then you will be prompted
for your name, number of house, and postcode. The Postcode must be entered in UPPER CASE (CAPITALS)
LETTERS. Once this has been done, the machine will recognise your card the next time to make a payment and
automatically gift aid the transaction. Gift Aid can increase the value of your donations by 25%. To see a video of
how to set up Gift aid please see the following link.

CONTACTLESS GIVING To use the contactless machine, you need to wave your card over the small box to the

right of the main screen. The machine has options for Sunday Collection, Second Collection, Repository
and other collections as the need arises.
