CHURCH HEATING Now the weather is turning colder, the church heating is turned on. As fuel costs are still high,
the heating is set low so we advise people come dressed warmly. Can people please close external and internal
doors behind them to conserve the heat and costs.

BUILDING WORKS. You will notice that the road side of the church has been encased in scaffolding and is fenced
off. For health and safety reasons please do not enter into this area, nor should you enter the church by the side
door (this will remain a fire exit). The Carpark will have limited parking, and only one entrance/exit will be in use, so
take care when using this. It might be best to only use the carpark for those with mobility issues.

FINANCE STATEMENT. Attached to the electronic version of the newsletter is the annual finance state of the
parish. Of note is that over the last few months due to unexpected and expensive repair work we are at breakeven
point in the finances. What would really help is more people gift aiding their donations. At no cost to the donor, we
are able to claim 25% on donations. Additionally, it would be a help if parishioners considered making standing
orders for the Sunday collections

CONTACTLESS MACHINE AND GIFTAID The DONA contactless machine now accepts Gift aided payments.
When you present your card, you are given the option to giftaid or not. If you select yes, then you will be prompted
for your name, number of house, and postcode. The Postcode must be entered in UPPER CASE (CAPITALS)
LETTERS. Once this has been done, the machine will recognise your card the next time to make a payment and
automatically gift aid the transaction. Gift Aid can increase the value of your donations by 25%. To see a video of
how to set up Gift aid please see the following link.

CONTACTLESS GIVING To use the contactless machine, you need to wave your card over the small box to the
