MASS READINGS. Every year on the first Sunday of Advent the church changes the Lectionary (readings) that are
used at Mass. The Lectionary is arranged in two cycles, one for Sundays and one for weekdays. This year, (year
B) the Sunday readings follow in the main the Gospel of Mark and chapter 6 of the Gospel of John. The first
reading, usually from the Old Testament, reflects important themes from the Gospel reading. The second reading is
usually from one of the epistles, a letter written to an early church community. These letters are read semi-
continuously. Each Sunday, we pick up close to where we left off the Sunday before, though some passages are
never read.

The weekday cycle for the readings is divided into two years, Year | and Year Il and we will be using cycle 2 for this
year. The Gospels for both years are the same. The first reading on weekdays may be taken from the Old or the
New Testament. Typically, a single book is read semi-continuously until it is finished and then a new book is
started.

In addition to the Sunday and weekday cycles, the Lectionary provides readings for feasts days, such as the saints,
or for liturgies such as weddings or funerals, etc. These readings have been selected to reflect the themes of these
celebrations.
