Welcome to St Patrick’s Church. Today’s readings are centred around the allegory of sheep and shepherd to represent our 
relationship with God and His relationship with us. In the Gospel, Jesus looks on the people with compassion because they 
are like sheep without a shepherd. He teaches the Good News that the people, who have been dispersed like lost sheep, 
will be brought back into the fold. Let us always follow Jesus our Good Shepherd who will lead us through the dark valleys 
and into the lush pastures for the Kingdom. 

First Reading:     Jeremiah 23:1-6—The remnant of my flock I will gather and I will raise up shepherds to look after them
