Welcome to St Patrick’s Church. Our readings this week remind us that Jesus is the “Bread of Life”. This phrase does not 
mean ‘bread’ but Jesus Himself. It is only Jesus who can satisfy the hunger we have for God. He feeds this hunger in the 
Eucharist and in Scripture (we do not live on Bread alone but from every Word that comes from the mouth of God cf. Matt 

4:4). In times past God fed the people of Israel with manna from heaven and the Law of Moses. Now we are fed with Jesus 
the “Bread of Life” and Jesus the “Word of God”. From this act of the Father’s love we can learn that the Lord is indeed our 
God.
