We are very pleased that you are interested in knowing more about the Portsmouth Diocesan 2025 World Youth Day Pilgrimage to Rome.  Places are limited and so it is important that you give serious consideration to our program and let us know as soon as possible of your intention to join us so that we can reserve your place. 

The Pilgrimage will begin on the morning of Monday 28th July 2025 when we gather at London Gatwick for our flight to Rome, Italy, and end with our return to London Gatwick during the early afternoon of Monday 4th August.  In Rome we will follow a full programme of events led by Bishop Philip and the Director of our Pilgrimage Canon PJ Smith including visits to the Vatican.
The cost of the pilgrimage is £1,350 per person for a shared room
· All flights are included together with transport in Rome
· A 20kg bag is included with the flights
· Breakfast and an evening meal are included at our hotel
· In addition to the cost of the pilgrimage you will need some spending money in Rome to buy refreshments, lunch and any souvenirs you would like to bring home.
· You will also need to have a valid passport, a valid EHIC or GHIC, and provide your own travel insurance.
When booking your place on the pilgrimage you can either pay in full for the pilgrimage 
or pay by instalments with a minimum deposit of £350, followed by 5 monthly instalments of £200 paid by the

· 1st May 
· 1st June


For bookings made after the 31st January instalments can be adjusted but the final payment must be received by the 1st June 2025

· complete the Pilgrim Registration Form providing us with some medical details so we can keep you safe whilst in Rome
· complete the consent form for any photographs or videos that are taken by ourselves during the pilgrimage and its preparation sessions
· read, sign and return the code of conduct
· If you are under 18 at the time of booking and or departure to Rome a parental consent form will also be required – this will be provided on request
