Celebrating the Fullness of Priestly Vocation — Taken from the Portsmouth Vocations Prayer Newsletter
for Apiril.

On Tuesday of Holy Week (15th April @ 11lam) there is a special Mass at St John's Cathedral that requires
the participation of the entire Diocese. Here, all our ordained clergy are called to attend and will renew
their ordination vows.

Another important aspect of the Chrism Mass is the blessing of the holy oils (the Oil of the Sick, the Oil of
Catechumens and Sacred Chrism). The Sacred Chrism, in particular, is breathed upon by the Bishop in an
act emulating Christ's actions as He breathed upon His apostles to “receive the Holy Spirit.” These are the
same oils used in all the other sacraments such as Baptism, Confirmation and the Anointing of the Sick.
The oils are intended for an entire year and are taken back by priests to their respective parishes.

Indeed, it is a very special service for the men who have decided to heed the call of the priestly vocation
and for those who are ordained as deacons too.

If you are considering the vocation yourself or even just want to pray for our priests, then do join us at the
Cathedral. All are welcome!

Witnessing to Christ in the World

The Church is in the world and exists for the world. It can never accept a role so narrowly spiritual that its
prophetic voice in preaching the fulness of the gospel is silent or that leads its members to renounce their
involvement in society. On the contrary, the Second Vatican Council declared that the Church Is “to be a
leaven, and, as it were, the soul of human society in its renewal by Christ and transformation into the
family of God"” (Gaudium et Spes, n.40). The created world, all human society and every individual are
redeemed by Christ. They each express in an incoherent and obscure way the glory of God “which fills all
heaven and earth”. The individual Christian and the people of God can, with the eyes of faith, discern the
image of God and the face of Christ in the world and in people. It is the mission of the Christian and of the
Catholic Church to point to the divine likeness in God'’s creation, to denounce whatever defaces it and to
protect and foster within created reality the true and the divine. Living as he does within the human
community the Christian helps continually to transform society into the family of God. This teaching is
profoundly significant. It does away with the image of a closed-in Church, having remote mission to an
alien and fallen world “out there”. It creates an awareness of our presence in a redeemed world and our
responsibility for that world.

We have been fortunate in the past to have more than one Justice and Peace Group within the parishes
of our Havant Pastoral Area. As we move towards the establishment of the new parish this is the time to
work together to establish a new group to concentrate on issues of Justice & Peace/Catholic Social Action.

It is suggested that the patient have a note to give
to hospital staff on admission, notifying staff that they are Catholic and would appreciate the Catholic
Chaplaincy service. This could be followed up by a telephone call from the family to the ward to ensure
the request is actioned. When a person is due to go into hospital, please also let your parish priest know
so that he can administer the Sacrament of the Sick where appropriate.
