The Mass readings for the 3rd Sunday of Easter Year C emphasize the importance of evangelization, 
recognizing Jesus, enduring suffering for the gospel, and the universal praise of God by all creation. The 
apostles courageously proclaim the Good News despite persecution, all creatures unite in declaring Jesus 
as king, and Peter recognizes Jesus after a miraculous catch of fish. 
 
The apostles stood firm in their faith when questioned by the high priest. They insisted on obeying God 
rather than men. This teaches us the importance of staying true to God’s commands, even when it is 
difficult. 
 
Obedience to God requires courage and trust. The apostles knew that following God might bring them 
suffering, but they chose to obey Him anyway. This kind of faith inspires us to make similar choices in our 
own lives. 
 
Our actions reflect our love for Jesus. When we help and support others, we are living out His command 
to love. By caring for others, we show that our love for Jesus is genuine and strong. 
 
We face many situations where we must choose between obeying God or following the world. The 
apostles’ example encourages us to stand firm in our faith. By putting God first, we show our commitment

Witnessing to Christ in the World 
The Church is in the world and exists for the world. It can never accept a role so narrowly spiritual that its 
prophetic voice in preaching the fulness of the gospel is silent or that leads its members to renounce their 
involvement in society. On the contrary, the Second Vatican Council declared that the Church Is “to be a 
leaven, and, as it were, the soul of human society in its renewal by Christ and transformation into the 
family of God” (Gaudium et Spes, n.40). The created world, all human society and every individual are 
redeemed by Christ. They each express in an incoherent and obscure way the glory of God “which fills all 
heaven and earth”. The individual Christian and the people of God can, with the eyes of faith, discern the 
image of God and the face of Christ in the world and in people. It is the mission of the Christian and of the 
Catholic Church to point to the divine likeness in God’s creation, to denounce whatever defaces it and to 
protect and foster within created reality the true and the divine. Living as he does within the human 
community the Christian helps continually to transform society into the family of God. This teaching is 
profoundly significant. It does away with the image of a closed-in Church, having remote mission to an 
alien and fallen world “out there”. It creates an awareness of our presence in a redeemed world and our 
responsibility for that world.  
We have been fortunate in the past to have more than one Justice and Peace Group within the parishes 
of our Havant Pastoral Area. As we move towards the establishment of the new parish this is the time to 
work together to establish a new group to concentrate on issues of Justice & Peace/Catholic Social Action.
